Your full day sightseeing tour takes you to Trinity College 
to view the famous Book of Kells, Glasnevin Cemetery, 
burial site of Frank Duff and the Myra House, where the 
first meeting of the Legion of Mary was held on Septem-
ber 7, 1921 and remains a meeting place today. Nearby is
